(collectively, “County’’) move for judgment on the pleadings for five causes of action in the First
Amended Petition (“FAP”) filed by Petitioners Fiber First Los Angeles, Mothers of East LA,
Union Binacional De Organizaciones De Trabajadores Mexicanos Exbraceros 1942-1964, Boyle
Heights Community Partners, United Keetoowah Band of Cherokee Indians in Oklahoma,
California Fires & Firefighters, Malibu for Safe Tech, EMF Safety Network, Californians for
Safe Technology, 5G Free California, and Children’s Health Defense.

The court has read and considered the moving papers, opposition, and reply, and renders the
following decisions.
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The motion for judgment on the pleadings is granted for the third and seventh causes of action,
including declaratory relief under those claims and denied for the fourth, sixth and eighth causes
of action.

The hearing on petition for writ of mandate scheduled for 03/12/2024 is to remain as previously
set.
